C. Establish a practice and procedure that the Commission, no later than 45 days
after receipt of the Discipline Report, following consultation with the Chief of
Police and review of the Inspector General report, to review the Discipline Report
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and document the Commission’s assessment of the appropriateness of the actions
of the Chief of Police described in the Discipline Report.  With respect to
Categorical Uses of Force (as defined in the Consent Agreement), such
assessment and documentation shall be made for each officer whose conduct was
determined to be out of policy by the Commission.  Such assessment and
documentation shall be considered as part of the Chief’s annual evaluation.
(Consent Decree par. 89).

1. With respect to Board of Rights cases, the Department should clarify
whether such cases have been included in this report and the prior
quarterly report; how such cases will be captured in the future; and what it
considers the closed date for such cases.

It should further clarify
whether it will report on action taken in response to administrative
disapproval as to tactics, or just when the administrative disapproval is as
to the use of force.  Additionally, the Department should ensure that non-
disciplinary actions taken in response to such findings will be reported in
future quarterly discipline reports.
