Robberies (211), four Assault with a Deadly Weapon (ADW), 23
Burglaries (459), nine Grand Theft Autos (GTA) and 24
Burglary/Theft from Motor Vehicles (B/TFMV). The number of
crimes in 17A49’'s area has decreased from last month.
