The City of Los Angeles requires that all residents and 
business owners that have an active alarm system have a 
City permit for their alarm on file with the City of Los 
Angeles.  This permit must be renewed on a yearly basis. 
 
The City now offers residential or commercial alarm 
system users the ability to manage their alarm permits over 
the Internet. Users can now register, renew and pay their 
alarm permit fees over the Internet.
