SEXUAL ASSAULT

The Los Angeles Police Department is seeking information regarding an individual who is responsible
for a series of sexual assaults.

SUNMMARY: Berween 1996 and 2011, there have been twenty-five similar incidents of sexual assault in
Los Angeles. These incidents have occurred in 77", Southwest, Newton, Wilshire, Rampart, and Southeast
Areas. Itis believed that the same suspect is responsible for all of these incidents, as well as three additional
incidents being handled by the Los Angeles Sheriff's Department. The suspect typically approaches women
who are alone on their way to school or work or who are waiting at a bus stop, between the hours of 5:45 AM
and 8:00 AM. The suspect converses with the victim and then threatens to kill the victim with a handgun or
knife. The suspect forces the victim from the sidewalk to a secondary location, where he sexually assaults her.

Crime Trends

As the amount of traffic increases in Southwest
Division, so has the associated danger of traffic
collisions resulting in injury or death. Drivers and
pedestrians are strongly cautioned to decrease their
speed and drive defensively especially in the
following high risk areas: Western between
Exposition and 39™: Adams between 7" and LaBrea;
Crenshaw between 43" Place/Adams and Adams
between Crenshaw and Cloverdale. Between August
12, 2012 and August 18, 2012, the aforementioned
locations accounted for 14 total traffic collisions,
three of which resulted in death and 11 of which
resulted in serious injury. In most of these incidents
the collision factor was related to a turning, traffic
signal, or stop sign violation.

Crime Trends

Summer has come and gone with relative ease and
violent crimes have shown a solid decline this year.
Senior Lead Officer (SLO) Sasajima notes that there
have been significantly fewer ADW Shootings and
Robberies reported in the basic car area. Property
crimes however, are holding fast at the pace set last
year. Daytime residential burglaries continue to
occur in the Leimert Park Community, particularly in
the neighborhoods North of Martin Luther King Jr.
Blvd. The bulk of these burglaries continue to be of
the “Knock Knock” variety, where the common
method to identify potential targets is to knock on
doors to solicit a response. Residents are reminded
and encouraged to call police whenever they see
anything or anyone suspicious in their
neighborhoods.

There has been a noticeable increase in homeless
persons along the Crenshaw Corridor, particularly in
Leimert Park and the near-vacant shopping center at
Rodeo Rd-Crenshaw Blvd. Officer Sasajima has
repeatedly reached out to the homeless offering




shelter assistance referrals through entities such as
the Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority
(LAHSA). Due to recent court cases it has become
increasingly  difficult to eliminate homeless
encampments. Residents are encouraged to report
encampments and homeless issues to LAHSA at
(213) 225-6581.

LAUSD Schools are back in session and with
cooperation from the administration at Crenshaw
High School, CATCH High School, and Audubon
Middle School, SLO Sasajima and Officers from
Southwest Youth Programs held assemblies at each
school to discuss student safety. Students were made
aware of “pocket check” robberies and provided with
tips on how they can keep from being targeted.
Additionally, bullying and weapons on campus were
discussed.

Crime TipsParking Lot Safety

Nothing you can do will protect you from being the
victim of a crime 100% of the time, however by
practicing good crime prevention you can lessen your
odds of becoming a victim.

PARKING §

During the fall/winter when it gets darker earlier,
park under a parking lot light when you arrive to
work or are returning from lunch. That way the area
around your car will be well lit when you are walking
to the parking lot after work or shopping when it is
dark.

Make sure all your windows are up and all doors
locked when you leave your vehicle.

Utilize your car alarm system if you have one.

Stay alert and be aware of your surroundings when
walking to your car.

Have your keys already in hand when you approach
your car. Searching for car keys can make you
vulnerable.

Do not leave cell phones, wallets, purses, briefcases,
packages, shopping bags etc. on the seat or anywhere
in the car.

Avoid parking next to vans, trucks with campers, or
vehicles with darkened windows

Employees should walk to their vehicles in groups
when leaving work.

A small flashlight and whistle are items that are good
to have in hand or on your chain ring.

If you have a cell phone keep it in hand while you
walk to your car.

If you encounter someone near your vehicle, rather
than continue to your car go back to your office (if
you can do so safely and it would not put you in
further danger) to contact the local law enforcement
agency by dialing 9-1-1.
